Jamal Malik, an 18-year-old orphan from the slums of Mumbai, is about to win an unbelievable prize of 20 million rupees on India’s Who Wants To Be A Millionaire? But when the show breaks for the night, the police arrest him because they suspect him of cheating. Desperate to prove his innocence, Jamal tells the story of his life in the slum, where he and his brother grew up, of their adventures together on the road, of brutal fights with local gangs, and of Latika, the girl he loved and lost. Each chapter of his story reveals the secret of his good answers in the game. The new day begins and Jamal returns to answer the final question …
It is only a fairy tale in the movie Slumdog Millionaire. Hollywood loves it and awards it eight Oscars. But it could do as an honest image of child poverty in India. What’s more, I understand why many Indians disagree. For them, the film makes the poor attractive by the fascinating main character and happy ending. Whatever your opinion about Slumdog, the fact is that 44 million Indian children are working when they should be at school and, in fact, have a constitutional right to an education.
 Thousands of children live in slums that lack the most basic facilities, such as a water supply or sanitation. And there is no infrastructure. Millions of children across towns and cities in India have no access to education and healthcare and live in humiliating conditions. Many of these children become migrants with or without families. Those who stay end up as ‘street children’ with no rights.
‘Save the children’ is one of the groups that work on such issues in India. They help slum children get an education and learn vocational skills. They also help children who have lost their families. 
Another problem is human trafficking, the modern form of slavery. For example, parents sometimes allow their children to be taken to cities, hoping for a better life for them. They do not realise that in the cities their children are forced to work as servants, in roadside hotels, in shops.
Nobody knows exactly how many street children there are in India. Also, there is no comprehensive child protection system. 
Since the movie, there has been much talk in the Western media about the life of children living in slums in Mumbai. But let’s move the debate beyond talking and do something to change this reality.
